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•Shows Joseph’s Genealogy, not Mary’s
•Mentions Women (Gentiles of questionable nature)
•Includes Jechoniah (who was cursed)

•Shows that if Yeshua was Joseph’s true son then he 
would not qualify as the King of the Jews!
•Matthew later defines that she was with child of the 
Holy Spirit and not of Joseph

Matthew’s Genealogy

•Shows Mary’s Genealogy
•Shows that Yeshua is ONLY RELATED TO DAVID
•From David’s not aforementioned son Nathan.
•Descended from Adam the “Not so Ideal Man”

Luke’s Genealogy
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5 There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judea, a 

certain priest named Zacharias, of the division of
Abijah. His wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her 
name was Elizabeth. 6 And they were both righteous 
before God, walking in all the commandments and 
ordinances of the Lord blameless.
