In this passage, Isailah and Micah both
describe one of the major characteristics of
the Messianic Kingdom, that of universal
peace. While differences between nations

will arise, such differences will no longer be
settled by military conflicts, but only by the
Word of the Lord from Jerusalem. Even the
art of warfare will be forgotten.




Zechariah 8:23

23Thus said the Lord of Hosts:

In those days,

TenIMen from nations of every

tongue will take hold—they will take hold

Of eve ry JeW by a corner of

his cloak and say, “Let us go with you,
for we have heard that God iIs with you.”




The Hebrew Scriptures contain many

many passages that speak of the
Messianic Kingdom

The New Testament reveals how long
this kingdom will last and It iIs
referred to as the

Millennial Kingdom (1,000 years)




Revelation 20:4 Millennial Kingdom

The Saints Reign with Christ 1000 Years

4 And | saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment
was committed to them. Then | saw the souls of those
who had been beheaded for their witness to Jesus and
for the word of God, who had not worshiped the beast
or his image, and had not received his mark on their
foreheads or on their hands.

And they lived and reigned with Christ for a

thousand years. 5 But the rest of the dead did not
live again until the thousand years were finished. This
Is the first resurrection. ¢ Blessed and holy is he who
has part in the first resurrection. Over such the second
death has no power, but they shall be priests of God
and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand
years.




Amillennialism iIs a False Teaching

Some say It Is only symbolic...

“A thousand years" is a figurative, or symbolical,
description of the entire age of the new covenant.

The number 1,000 is a symbolical number, made up
as it is of the number 10. In the Bible, 10 is the
number of completeness. The symbolical nature of the
thousand year period is in harmony with the
symbolical character of the book of Revelation...”

(Rabbi Ken)

While the book of revelation contain symbols regarding
the numbers it is very consistent. Seven, not 10 is the
number of completeness. To deny that 1000 years
means something else requires a false assumption.



Amillennialism iIs a False Teaching
Some think that the Kingdom iIs
not from here.

The Biblical basis for the belief in a coming Kingdom

ests on the FOUN unconditional

unfulfilled covenants God made with Israel. These
covenants are unconditional and so rely solely on God
for their fulfillment and not on Israel. They are also
unfulfilled, and since God is the One Who keeps His

oromises, they MUST D € tuifilled in the future.

They can only be fulfilled within the framework of a
Messianic Kingdom or a Millennial Kingdom.




The Biblical Basis for the Messianic Kingdom

The first of these is the Abrahamic Covenant

which promised an eternal Seed developing into a nation
that will possess the Promised Land with some definite
borders. While that nation--the Jews--continues to exist,
never in Jewish history have they possessed all of
the Promised Land.

For this promise to be fulfilled, there must be a future
Kingdom. Besides, the possession of the Land was not
merely promised to Abraham's seed, but to Abraham
personally when God said, to you will | give it, and to
your seed for ever (Gen. 13:15). For God to fulfill His
promise to Abraham (as well as to Isaac and Jacob),
there must be a future Kingdom.




The Biblical Basis for the Messianic Kingdom

The second covenant iIs the “Palestinian” Covenant, or

Laﬂ d COVG ﬂant that spoke of a

worldwide regathering of the Jews and repossession of
the Land following their dispersion. While the dispersion
has already occurred and is in effect today, the
regathering and repossession of the Land still awalits

fulfillment in the future. This, too, requires a future
Kingdom.




The Biblical Basis for the Messianic Kingdom

he Davidic Covenant 2 samuel 7)

IS the third covenant, and it promised four eternal things:
an eternal house (dynasty), an eternal throne, an eternal
kingdom, and one eternal Person. The Dynasty became
eternal because it culminated in a Person Who is
Himself eternal: Jesus the Messiah.

But Jesus has never yet ruled on the Throne of David
ruling over a Kingdom of Israel. The reestablishment of
the Davidic Throne and Messiah's rule over the Kingdom
still awaits a future fulfillment.

It requires a future literal kingdom.




The Biblical Basis for the Messianic Kingdom

The last of these covenants is the New Covenant,

which spoke of the national regeneration and
salvation of Israel, encompassing each individual
Jewish member of that nation. This, too, awaits its final
fulfillment and requires a future kingdom.

Jeremiah 31:31

31 “Behold, the days are coming, says the Lord, when | will make a new covenant with
the house of Israel and with the house of Judah— 32 not according to the covenant that
I made with their fathers in the day that | took them by the hand to lead them out of
the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, though | was a husband to them,
says the Lord. 33 But this is the covenant that | will make with the house of Israel after
those days, says the Lord: | will put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts;
and | will be their God, and they shall be My people.

34 No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying,
‘Know the Lord,’ for they all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of
them, says the Lord. For | will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no
more.”




The Biblical Basis for the Messianic Kingdom

It Is the extensive prophetic writings, as well as all of
these covenants, that provide the basis for the belief in a
future Messianic Kingdom, and not merely one chapter
In Revelation which is a highly symbolic book. There are
many passages in the entire Bible that speak about the
Messianic Kingdom. These are real not imaginary.
While the Bible uses symbolism, one should not brush
away truth because of ignorance. Unless these

passages are U nderstood literal |y they

lose all meaning in the context in which they are found.
To allegorize such a vast amount of material is to render
a major part of the Bible meaningless. The Bible is truth
not imagination.




Many of the Old Testament prophets
directed their attention to the details of the
Messianic Kingdom, providing an overall,
comprehensive picture of life during that
time.

Let’s consider those passages dealing with

the general characteristics of the Messianic
Kingdom that will be true for both Jews
and Gentiles alike.




The Prophets speaking to Israel failed to
see the Church... Paul refers to this as the
“Mystery form of the Kingdom”

Isalah 4:2 -- The Renewal of Zion

In that day the Branch of the Lord shall be beautiful and
glorious;
And the fruit of the earth shall be excellent and
appealing

For those of Israel who
have escaped.

3 And it shall come to pass that he who is left in Zion and remains in
Jerusalem will be called holy—everyone who is recorded among
the living in Jerusalem. 4+ When the Lord has washed away the
filth of the daughters of Zion, and purged the blood of Jerusalem
from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and by the spirit of
burning, ® then the Lord will create above every dwelling place of
Mount Zion, and above her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day
and the shining of a flaming fire by night. For over all the glory
there will be a covering. ¢ And there will be a tabernacle for shade
In the daytime from the heat, for a place of refuge, and for a
shelter from storm and rain.




The movement will be northward to Jerusalem where He will make the
victory assent to the Mount of Olives.

There will be a gathering of all surviving Gentiles where the Messiah will
divide them according to their helping Yeshua‘s brethren the Jews.

The pro-Semitic sheep gentiles will be allowed into the Kingdom and the
anti-Semitic goat gentiles go into everlasting punishment.

The Davidic throne will be established in Jerusalem and the earth will be
renovated for the Messianic Kingdom that will last one thousand years.

Revelation 19:19

These passages begin with the
announcement of the creation of new
heavens and a new earth (v. 17).

These new heavens and new earth are not
to be confused with those of Revelation 21-
22. The latter describes the new heavens
and new earth of the Eternal Order, while
the Isalah passage describes those of the
Messianic Kingdom which will be a
renovation of the present heavens and
earth.




The New Heavens and New Earth of the
Book of Revelation are not a renovation,
but a brand new creation. Hence, for the
Millennium, there will be a total renovation
of the heavens and the earth.

The fact that the term create Is used shows

that this renovation will be a miraculous
one, only possible by God alone. The result
of this renovation will be a continuation of
many things of the old world system and a
number of new things in the Messianic
system.




A good example of the old and the new is
to be seen in what the Scriptures say about
the Land of Israel. Israel will also undergo
the renovation process. Some things of the
old order will remain, such as the
Mediterranean Sea and the Dead Sea.

But a number of things will be brand new,
such as the exceeding high mountain (the
highest In the world) In the center of the
country. Following this announcement of
new heavens and a new earth, there is a
description of the millennial Jerusalem.




Ezekiel 40: 4 Future Messianic Temple, the Lord’s
Dwelling Place

4 And the man said to me, “Son of man, look with your
eyes and hear with your ears, and fix your mind on
everything | show you; for you were brought here so
that I might show them to you. Declare to the house
of Israel everything you see.” > Now there was a wall
all around the outside of the temple. In the man’s
hand was a measuring rod six cubits long, each being

a cubit and a handbreadth; and he measured the
width of the wall structure, one rod; and the height,
one rod.

8), for the knowledge of God will permeate
throughout the entire world, affecting man
and animal alike (v. 9).
